The survey was executed in accordance with the specifications as
set forth in the Manhual of Surveying Instructions, 1973, and the
Special Instructions dated April 8, 1994, for Group No. 770,
Arizona,

Pretiminary to the resurvey, the lines of the original survey
were retraced and search was made for all corrers and other calls
of the record. Identified carners were remonumented in their
original positions; Tost corners were restored and mohumented &t
proportionate positions based on the original record. The
retracement data were thoroughly verified and orly the true Tine
field notes are given herein.

The directions of al! lines were determined by direct hour angle
ohservations or the sun, and refer to the true meridian.
Distances and ang’es were measured with a Lietz Set 2A fota?l
station instrument.
