Pursuant to our conversation recently this letter will
serve to make a correction in the description of the improve-
ments on the Blue Bird No. 1 lode.

Improvements Nos. 3 and 4 are actually only one improve-
ment. Improvement No. 5 is a gently inclined drift that bears
S.44°E. instead of W.44°W, This drift runms approximately 125
ft. and curves to.the south side of improvement No. 4, a shaft.
The drift described for improvement No. 4 is the same drift de-
scribed for improvement No. 3.

In addition at a2 pt. opposite the bottom of the shaft on the
south side of the drift is a winze 4x5 ft. in size, 20 ft. deep.
