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This survey was made with a Bausch & Lomb Precise Tramsit, No
9259, with horizontal limb 5% ins. diam., having two single opposite
verniers, and full vertical circle 4&-1ns. diam., having two double
verniers, all verniers re ding to one minute of arc. The eyepiece is
equipped with a colored glass set in the dust shuttser, for making
direct observations on the sun. The instrument was in good condition
at the time of the survey, and all adjustments were in good arder.

Ail azimuths in this record were determined by the method of
double horizontal angles referred to the meridian determined by the
following observations:

were compared with a Lufkin standard steel tape at the time of begin-

ning the survey, and found corredt.
All lines and conuections were run by direct methods.

The magnetic declination observed at each.coruer.of the survey
gave a uniform value of 13° 15' E.
