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GENERAL DESCRIPTION,

The lands in this township are rolling in the southern,
broken in the central and eastern, and mountainous in
the northwestern portion. The soil in the southern and
southwestern portion is of a light red sandy loam from
medium to fine texture, two to three feet in depth, on
‘'subsoil of red clay, with an undergrowth of greasewood,
shad scale and grass known as yellowtop. The soil in
the broken bad lands in the central and eastern por-
tion is blue clay and adobe, with a scant growth of
shad scale and grass. The rough, mountainous land in
the northwestern portion consists mostly of sandstone
ledges and fine white drift sand, especially on top of
what is known as the Red Ledges. The soil in the val-
ley in the vicinity of the Kaibab Indian school and
Two Mile Seep ranch consists of dark red sandy loam,
and, in some localities, almost black loam.

The Kaibab Indian village consists of one frame school
house, one frame residence and office building, one
frame barn, and six stone houses for the Indians.

There are about eighty Piute Indians on the reserva-
tion. Water is piped from Moccasin Spring, about 2
miles N,

There are two stone houses at Pipe Springs, where ongfam-
ily resides. Pipe Spring supplies a large amount of
clear, cold water, which is stored in a small reser-
voir and used to irrigate a small area of land and to
furnish water for cattle, Tnis is the only good water
on the road from Kanab to Hurricane. The spring is
claimed by Jonathan Heaton of Moccasin, Arizona.

Two Mile Seep ranch consists of a small board house, about
15x15 ft., a small reservoir and corral, and a small
spring which furnishes a limited amount of water.

As a whole, the township is good grazing land.

Scrub cedar and pinion timber grow on top of the Red
Ledges and foothills, It is no value other than for
fuel and fence posts. '

I noticed no indications of mieral or o0il in the township.
