GENERAL DESCRIPTION.

This township contains every variety of land from level
valley to rough mountaings, and the soll ranges from
& medium rich stony clay loam to bare rock, The soil
of the level and rolling lands in the eastern part of
the township in the Verde River valley is of a sandy
and gravelly loam, and will produce good crops with
the aid of irrigation. The soil of the remaining
portion of the township,which is rough and mountain-
ous, can nearly all be classed as 3rd and 4th rate,
and is covered with a variety of grasses and brush
which furnish good pasture for stock,for which the
land is at present most valuasble.

The township is poorly watered, there being no water in
any of the numerous water courses, except for short
periods after heavy rains.

The entire portion of the township surveyed under this
assignment is covered with a scattering growth of
palo verde, mesquite and ironwood timber,none of
which,however, being large enough to be of any value
except for posts for fencing purposes, and for fuel.
