Test 2£ Instrument.

This survey was executed with Buff solar transits
Nos. 23%,829 and 1,002, models of 1935 and 1926 re-.
spectively. Dach instrument is eguipped with a full
vertical c¢ircle and a Smith solar attachment, and they
were approved by the Districet Cadastral Engineer, on July
26, 19%7, conditional upon satisfactory field tests.

A1l of the instrumental adjustments were examined be-
fore the field tests, hereinafter described, were made.

The directions of the lines were determined by the
solar transit method. The measurements were made with
Lallie steel tapes, 5 chs. in length, graduated every
link for the first 100 lks., and the balance at inter-
vals of 10 lks. The tapes were tested by comparison
with a Lufkin Standard and found correct. [he measure-
ments were made on the slope, and the vertical angle
of each interval was ascertained by clinometers in good
adjustment; the horizontal equivalents are entered in
the field note record.

The solar attachments were tested at the beginning
of the survey on a meridian established by an hour angle
observation of Polaris. The data for the establishment
of this meridian is given in the field notes of the
fourth standard parallel north, thru ranges 5 and 6 V.,
resurveyed under this group.

August 10, 1937: ZEvery 30 min. during the usual
hours of solar work, the proper settings were made on
the arcs of ther solar attachments. The resulting
orientation of the instruments, when compared with the
meridian established by Polaris observation had a max-
imum* error of less than 1' 30'’'.

The tests of the solars were repeated at frequent
intervals, and the transits maintained in good adjust-

General Descrintion.

) The general elevation of the township is bet. about
©000 to 7000 ft. above sea level. The township as a
whole is mountainous, rough to rolling, the roughest and
highest part being in the west central portion. The soil
is mostly a sendy loam above a clay sub soil, bedrock is
found at a depth of from three feet to six 1nohes through-
out the township. All of the soil is rocky and partic-
ularly in sees. 8, 9, lo and 17 the surface is almost
entlrely covered w1th large granite boulders. The timber
is Juniper, pinon, yellow pine and oak, and varies from

a fairly heavy stand in places to scattering. A con-
siderable pnortion of the township is covered with scrub
oak undergrowth, with some manzanita and mountain laurel.
