Beginning on April 15; 1937, the survey of the South and
West Boundaries of T.10 S.,R.17 W.,was -executed by Horace
M. Muscott,Public Land Surveyor and Chief of Party, using
Buff solar transit,No.16723 of 1924 model, The survey of
the subdivisional lines of the township was begun on April
16,1937, and executed by Transitmen, Mollette, Boggs and
Fitzhugh, using Buff-transit=No.998%, Lietz transit .No.
6166 and Young and Sons transit No.3385, respectively. All
instruments are equipped with solar attachments and were
approved by the District Cadastral Engineer, on February
23, 1937, conditional upon satisfactory field tests.

The azimuth at point of beginning the survey, was deter-
mined with the solar, and the survey then extended by the
transit method using Ffore and back sights and deflection
angles. However the azimuths were checked at frequent in-
tervals with the solar attachments. _—

The measurements were made with Lallie steel tapes, 5

1ks,., and the balance at intervals of ten lks. The tapes
were all tested by comparison with a Lufkin standard and
found correct. Measurements were made on the slope and
the vertical angle of eaeh interval determined with a cli-
ometer in good adjustment;-the horizontal equivalents are
entered ir the field note record.

The data furnished with the special instructions gives
the geographic position of the SE. cor. of the township
as follows: latitude 32°30'35"H,, and lengitude 113°577'40"
W.

Aoril 18: Zvery 30 min. from 7 to 10:30 a.m, and from
1:30 to 5 p.m., we make proper settings on the arcs of
the solar attachments, and ascertain that the resulting
orientation of the instruments, when compared with the
meridian established by Polaris observation, has & maxi-
mum error of less than 1'30",
