- The survey herein noted was executed with Buff and
Buff transits Nos. 24849 and 26591, and Gurley transit
No. 371537, equipped with Smith solar attachments, and
constructed in accordance with the standard specifications
of the Bureau of Land Management,., .

Final Test of Solar Attachments.

For the Final tests of the solar attachments see
the field notes of the subdivision of T, 2 S., R. 17 W.,
surveyed under this same Group.

The township embraces an area of level to gradually
sloping desert lend in the Plomosa Valley, draining to
the SE,, with & mezn elevation above sea level of
approximately 1300 ft. The secs, in the SW, corner of the
township are on the level valley floor containing many
washes draining to the SE, with greasewood flats between
cut by tributary drains. This interlaced system, spread
over a wide area, forms the main drainage of the valley.
The most definable wash area enters the township on the
W, bdy. of sec. 15 and leaves by the S. bdy. of sec. 34,
The soil in this portion is predominately silt and sandy
loam, with areas of sand and gravel, and gravel lenses
evident in the subsoil. The remainder of the township is
a gradual slope draining .8, to the main wash area, with
the NE, cor. extending into a stringer of low detached
hills sloping SW. from the Kofa mountains. The soil in
this portion ranges, by bands approximately one mile wide
parallkgeling the main wash area, from silt and sandy loam,
to sandy and gravelly, through gravelly and rocky near -
the hills. '

- The township is blanketed with an avergge growth of
greasewood and sage, and a scattering growth of ocotillo
and cactuses. The washes of the more level area are bor-
dered with a heavy stand of paloverde and ironwood, and
an undergrowth of desert brush, cats claw, and mesquite,
The stand decreases to scattered in the gravelly areas,
Many paloverde are of maximum size. The ironwood is of
average size and mostly second growth, evidently during
the time of activity at the King of Arizona Mine all the
ironwood of sufficient size in this area was cut for fuel.

The extmensive wood cutting also accounts for the
many unused desert roads, parall&ling the washes to the
more traceable roads, that converge toward the abandoned
Kofa Mill and liine, . These roads are impassable except for
short isolated distances and have been badly eroded.

Some of the former main roads are wash channels for short
distances, particularly the Mohawk to Kofa road entering

the township near the z sec. cor. S. bdy. of sec., 33 and

leaving near the z sec. cor. N, bdy. sec. 6, this road is
paralkeled by an abandoned telephone line with only a few
poles remaining upright.

There are no patented mineral claims in the town- -
ship and no present mineral activity is evident,

The_township lies entirely within the boundaries of
the Kofa National Wildlife Refuge.
