The instruments were in good condition prior to ‘the
beginning of the survey and were maintained in proper adjustment

| throughout ‘the progress of ‘the ‘survey. - - -

The directions of the lines of the survey were determined generally
by sustained angulation carried forward from altitude observations
on the sun for azimuth and verified through ties to triangulation
stations established by the Coast and Geodetic Survey.

Measurements were made with narrow steel tapes, 8 chains in length,
graduated to tenths for the first link, in links for the next 99
links and thereafter at intervals of 10 links. The tapes were

. tested by comparison with a standard one-chain steel tape and
found to be correct. All measurements were niade on ‘the slope with
. the vertical angle of each interval ascertained by two clinometers
in precise adjustment, one at each end of the tape; the horizontal
equivalents alone are entered in the field notes. All lines of
this survey were runm by direct methods where the lines were
accessible; lines inaccessible- were run by either traverse or
triangulation. Topography calls on inaccessible lines are approx-
