Preliminary to the resurvey, the lines of the original survey
were retraced and search was made for all corners and other calls
of the record. Identified corners were remonumented in their
original positions; lost corners were restored and monumented at
proportionate positions based on the original record. The
retracement data were thoroughly verified and only the true line
field notes are given herein.

The purpose of this survey was to determine the boundary of the
Peloncillo Mountains Wilderness Area.

The directions of all lines were determined by direct hour angle
observations on the sun, and refer to the true meridian.
Distances and angles were measured with a Pentax PTS-iii05 Total
Station.
